As a physician, Antony Weiner, MD, Director of Outpatient Geriatric Psychiatry at the Massachusetts General Hospital strive to help his patients avoid a physical fall. He talks to them about using a cane or a walker, doing physical therapy, or doing balance exercises as ways to prevent a fall.
